All foods contain water - cabbage and other leaf vegetables contain as much as 93% water,
potatoes and other root vegetables 80%, lean meat 75% and fish anything from 80% to 60%
depending on how fatty it is. If this water is removed, the activity of the bacteria which cause
food to go bad is checked.

Fruit is sun-dried in Asia Minor, Greece, Spain and ot her Mediterranean countries, and
also in California, South Africa and Australia. The methods used vary, but in general the fruit
is spread out on trays in drying yards in the hot sun. In order to prevent darkening, pears,
peaches and apricots are exposed to the fumes of burning sulphur before drying. Plums for
making prunes, and certain varieties of grapes for making raisins and currants, are dipped in
an alkaline solution in order to crack the skins of the fruit slightly and remove their wax
coating, so increasing the rate of drying.

Nowadays most foods are dried mechanically; the conventional method of such
dehydration is to put food in chambers through which hot air is blown at temperatures of
about 110°C at entry to about 45°C at exit. This is the usual method for drying such things as
vegetables, minced meat, and fish.

Liquids such as milk, coffee, tea, soups and eggs may be dried by pouring them over a
heated horizontal steel cylinder or by spraying them into a chamber through which a current
of hot air passes. In the first case, the dried material is scraped off the roller as a thin film
which is then broken up into small, though still relatively coarse flakes. In the second process
it falls to the bottom of the chamber as a fine powder. Where recognizable pieces of meat and
vegetables are required, as in soup, the ingredients are dried separately and then mixed.

Dried foods take up less room and weigh less than the same food packed in cans or frozen,
and they do not need to be stored in special conditions. For these reasons they are invaluable
to climbers, explorers and soldiers in battle, who have little storage space. They are also
popular with housewives because it takes so little time to cook them.

Very few people, groups, or governments oppose globalization in its entirety.

Instead, critics of globalization believe aspects of the way globalization operates should be
changed. The debate over globalization is about what the best rules are for governing the

global economy so that its advantages can grow while its problems can be solved.
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On one side of this debate are those who stress the benefits of removing barriers to
international trade and investment, allowing capital to be allocated more efficiently and
giving consumers greater freedom of choice. With free-market globalization, investment
funds can move unimpeded from the rich countries to the developing countries. Consumers
can benefit from cheaper products because reduced taxes make goods produced at low cost
from faraway places cheaper to buy. Producers of goods gain by selling to a wider market.

More competition keeps sellers on their toes and allows ideas and new technology to spread

and benefit others.

On the other side of the debate are critics who see neo-liberal policies as producing
greater poverty, inequality, social conflict, cultural destruction, and environmental damage.
They say that the most developed nations — the United States, Germany, and Japan —
succeeded not because of free trade but because of protectionism and subsidies. They argue
that the more recently successful economies of South Korea, Taiwan, and China all had strong
state-led development strategies that did not follow neo-liberalism. These critics think that
government encouragement of “infant industries” — that is, industries that are just beginning
to develop — enables a country to become internationally competitive.

Furthermore, those who criticize the Washington Consensus suggest that the inflow
and outflow of money from speculative investors must be limited to prevent bubbles. These
bubbles are characterized by the rapid inflow of foreign funds that bid up domestic stock
markets and property values. When the economy cannot sustain such expectation, the bubbles
burst as investors panic and pull their money out of the country.

Protests by what is called the anti-globalization movement are seldom directed
against globalization itself but rather against abuses that harm the rights of workers and the
environment. The question raised by nongovernmental organizations and protesters at WTO
and IMF gatherings is whether globalization will result in a rise of living standards or a race
to the bottom as competition takes the form of lowering living standards and undermining
environmental regulations.
